Workshop Outcomes

· Develop mastery in the use of the multi-part Reading Comprehension Routine as applied to science text-based materials and non-fiction selection

· Understand the relationship between meaningful learning in science (understanding) and reading comprehension

· Experience the potential benefits accrued from identifying conceptual themes (core ideas) that can be used to link concepts being learned across one or more  reading sources on the same topic
